Dear :
I am writing to ask for help for the Village of Mamaroneck to remedy the decades old flooding problem.  

Flooding is a regional issue, but communities like the Village of Mamaroneck bear the brunt of this problem as we are located at the bottom of a 30-suqare mile watershed.  Flooding in the Village of Mamaroneck has impacted hundreds of homes and businesses and has caused millions of dollars in damage, which increases with every storm.  In fact, the Village has experienced four (4) major floods in since 2007 with financial and human impacts that will last for years to come.  

We need better cooperation from higher levels of government and recognition that flooding can and must be addressed immediately.  Some specific suggestions include providing funding for the raising of homes subject to repetitive flooding.  Because of State and Federal regulations, the Village of Mamaroneck is currently unable to apply for funds to help its residents because it does not have an all-hazard mitigation plan (which is currently in process and scheduled to be completed in late spring 2012).  It seems as if the residents are being punished because the Village has not yet complied with a regulatory requirement.  
Another suggestion is to allow the Army Corps of Engineers to fast track their current study of the Mamaroneck and Sheldrake Rivers.  They are now approximately 18-months into their five-year study.  The Village cannot wait 3 ½ years for a final report then hope that funding is provided at the Federal, State and local levels, especially given the current economic and political climate.  

There are more solutions that will help the Village of Mamaroneck, but they all require the assistance of our elected leaders and higher levels of government.  Simply, we all know why flooding occurs, and the Village, County, State and Federal governments have been studying the issue for years.  The problem is that although the solutions are known, there has not been the political will to provide the necessary financial support to address the problem.  We need our elected leaders to provide real and meaningful support to the residents and businesses of the Village of Mamaroneck.  We need help now.
