follows: 

LOCAL LAW NO. 2-2010 
 

A local law amending Section 11-1 (Imposition of service charge authorized) 
 of Chapter 11 (Checks, Returned) of the Code of the Village of Mamaroneck 

 
 

 Be it enacted by the Board of Trustees of the Village of Mamaroneck as follows: 
 

SECTION 1.  Section 11-1 (Imposition of service charge authorized) of Chapter 11 (Checks, 
Returned) is hereby amended to read as follows: 
 

In the event that any payment tendered by a check or other written instrument on any account 
owing to the Village of Mamaroneck is returned for insufficient funds, there is hereby authorized the 
imposition of a service charge to be added to that account owing to the village in the amount of the 
service charge imposed by the bank, in addition to the sum of twenty dollars ($20) per check or other 
written instrument so returned for administrative costs incurred by the Village for re-processing such 
returned check or written instrument, and the principal of such account shall be increased 
accordingly.   
 
 SECTION 2.  If any section, subsection, clause, phrase or other portion of this Local Law is, for 
any reason, declared invalid, in whole or in part, by any court, agency, commission, legislative body or 
other authority of competent jurisdiction, such portion shall be deemed a separate, distinct and 
independent portion.  Such declaration shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions hereof, 
which other portions shall continue in full force and effect. 
 

SECTION 3.  This Local Law shall become effective immediately upon filing in the office of the 
Secretary of State.
